Membership Update

annually increase their membership by 5%. For Our
Council, this means that we have to recruit or re-
admit 5 new members annually.

Wheel Chair Project

At the November General
Meeting, a Notice of Motion was
introduced regarding helping out
with the Manitoba State Council’s
Major Project for 2009. The
Motion earmarked $900.00 from
our charitable account towards the purchase of
wheelchairs for needy citizens in third world
countries. The Manitoba goal as set by our State
Deputy is for 280 wheelchairs. The special cost of
these wheelchairs is $150.00.  This is very
reasonable by any standard.

In order for the Council to buy 24 wheelchairs rather
than only 12, we are asking Council members to
contribute $75.00 towards the cost of a chair. The
Council will match that amount, making it possible
to buy a wheelchair. That member will receive a tax
receipt from “Wheelchair Foundation Canada.” As
well, that member will receive a certificate to
remember the occasion. The certificate can be made
in your name or in honour or in memory of someone
else. This offer is made to the first 12 Council
members who write a cheque for $75.00 to the
Council for this gift of mobility around the globe.
