Report 
 
Dear Brother Knights, 

We are in the wonderful season of Easter, which 
lasts fifty days.  (Actually, we celebrate the 
Resurrection of Jesus every Sunday of the year.)  
The event of the Resurrection of Jesus is so full of 
meaning we hardly have enough time to reflect on 
all it means for us.  One aspect we sometimes fail to 
reflect upon enough is: how does the resurrection 
affect me?  We think of the resurrection as a thing of 
the past – it happened to Jesus- and isn’t it 
wonderful it did – and o.k., that’s great- but life goes 
on, you know…   

We sometimes forget that when Jesus rose from the 
dead, His human body and His divine soul were re-
united – and forever.  Jesus is Risen!  Jesus is alive!  
Body and soul.  Jesus ascended to heaven- body and 
soul.  In baptism, we ‘put on’ Jesus.  We become 
one with Him.  He lives within us.  His spirit comes 
into us just as the flame of fire came from the Easter 
Candle into the baptismal candle that represents me!

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Trustees’ Report 

Council Elections for 2006-07 

The following positions will be filled by election at the May 14th General Meeting. Any member in 
good standing of Council #1107 and who are present at the meeting may vote. 

Grand Knight – The Grand Knight is the chief executive of the Council. He is responsible for the 
smooth and orderly operation of the Council. He shall preside over meetings; appoint committees, 
countersign orders and cheques, read vouchers. Time Commitment – 12 hours per week. 

Deputy Grand Knight – The DGK is the 2nd in command. He takes over for the Grand Knight when 
the Grand Knight is not available. The DGK oversees the functioning of the Program structure of the 
Council and is responsible for whatever duties the GK may assign to him. Time commitment – 6 
hours per week. 

Chancellor – The Chancellor is responsible for the spiritual well being of the Council, especially new 
members and those who are sick and in distress. He works with the remainder of the executive to 
contact the members in the event of the death of a Council family member. Time commitment – 4 
hours weekly. 

Treasurer – The treasurer receives monies from the Financial Secretary and deposits them in the 
Council account, after giving a receipt to the Financial Secretary. The Treasurer writes all cheques 
after receiving properly endorsed vouchers. The Grand Knight countersigns all cheques. Time 
commitment – 4 hours weekly. 

Advocate - The advocate shall be the attorney of the Council, in care of trial and investigations of any 
matter whatsoever of interest to the Council. His is also responsible for ensuring that the by-laws for 
the Council are enacted and kept up to date. Time commitment – 2 hours weekly. 

Warden - He is responsible for the Council property except for money and accounts. The guards 
report to him. He is also responsible for ensuring that the Council chambers are properly set up for the 
holding of meetings and degree work. Time commitment – 2 hours weekly. 

Trustees – The Board of Trustees is responsible for supervising all the financial activities of the 
Council. Their approval is required for the payment of all monies, except those levied by Supreme 
Council. They also audit the books at least twice yearly. The new three-year trustee is elected, the 
current three-year trustee moves to the two-year trustee position and the two-year trustee moves to the 
one-year position. 

Inside Guard – Attends the entrance of the Council chambers through its inner door. The Inside 
Guard reports to the Warden and performs whatever functions the Warden deems necessary to 
maintain order in the Council. 

Outside Guard – Attends the entrance to the Council Chambers through its inner door. The Outside 
Guard also reports to the Warden and performs whatever functions the Warden deems necessary to 
maintain order in the Council.

Chaplain     -                Appointed annually by the Grand Knight of the Council 

Lecturer      -                Appointed annually by the Grand Knight of the Council
